German-French cellist Nicolas Altstaedt is one of the most versatile and sought-after artists today. As
a soloist, conductor, and artistic director, he performs repertoire spanning from early music
to contemporary, playing on period and modern instruments.

2024/25 highlights include debuts with Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra (Pintscher), Deutsche
Kammerphilharmonie Bremen (Adés) and Swedish Radio Symphony Orchestra (Emelyanychev), as well as
returns to Symphonieorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks (Gardner), Konzerthausorchester

Berlin (Mallwitz), Rundfunk-Sinfonieorchester Berlin (Ades), WDR Sinfonieorchester Kéln (Schwartz),
Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio France, Philharmonia Orchestra (Jarvi), Gulbenkian Orchestra (Lintu),
Melbourne Symphony Orchestra (Martin) and Hong Kong Sinfonietta (Poppen), among others. Nicolas
collaborates with Minchener Kammerorchester several times throughout the season as Artist in Focus,
and makes his debut at the Grand Teton Music Festival (Runnicles) in Summer 2025.
